Contractor's Disclosures of Lobbying Activities: FAR 52.203-11 / 52.203-12 / OMB Standard Form LLL
FAR 3.804 requires that Contracting Officers obtain certifications and disclosures per the solicitation provision at FAR 52.203-11, Certification and Disclosure Regarding Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions, prior to the award of any contract exceeding $100,000.  In addition, the FAR clause at 52.203-12, Limitation on Payments to Influence Certain Federal Transactions, shall be included in solicitations and contracts expected to exceed $100,000. 

The above cited FAR provision and clause require that affected contractors submit the OMB Standard Form LLL to the Contracting Officer, under the circumstances described therein.  Generally, the OMB Standard Form LLL is required if any registrants under the Lobbying Disclosure Act of 1995 have made a lobbying contact on behalf of the offeror with respect to the contract prior to award, subsequent to award, or if a change occurs in the name and address of the lobbying registrant or individuals performing such services.

It is the contrator’s responsibility to submit the OMB Standard Form LLL when required by, and in accordance with, the cited FAR provision and clause for actions exceeding $100,000.
