	The use of jack stands requires proper precautions be taken. Serious, disabling injuries or death can occur. Jack stands are typically used to stabilize loads that have been suspended by means of floor jacks or some other lifting apparatus. 
	Muscle strain and/or sprain from lifting, pushing, pulling
Multiple crushing injuries  to whole body, hands, fingers due to failure of or improper placement of jack stands

Skeletal injuries to the neck and spine, as well as other parts of the body, resulting from improper use of jack stands 

Eye injury from flying particles

	Adequate training is required before jack stands are used. Training must include lecture and practical demonstration  

Never overload jack stands beyond their rated capacity. 
Ensure that jack stands are set up on solid footings that will safely support the entire load. Consult a safety professional if you are not sure. 

Pre-plan the task to ensure the work area is free of obstructions and slipping and tripping hazards  
Keep hands and fingers away from pinch points
Use all required/appropriate PPE. Leather work gloves and eye protection are required
