	Material handlers would normally be expected to sort, label, lift, push, pull, and stack, boxes of parts, materials, and supplies. Opening, sealing, counting, and recording number of units/boxes would normally be expected. Occasional computer entry, looking, listening, and talking.    
	Muscle-skeletal injures such as strains and/or sprain resulting from improper lifting, pushing, pulling, and repetitive motion 
Possible minor cuts from tape, paper, staples, and other sharps 
Possible severe cuts from use of box cutter

Multiple injuries resulting from trips, slips, and falls due to poor housekeeping 

Head injuries from falling boxes
	Adequate training is required before work begins. Training must include safe lifting, material handling techniques. Training must also include task specific PPE and all inherent hazards related to the task.   
Inspect all machinery and equipment before use. Never attempt to use faulty equipment. Repairs must be made by a trained technician.
Wear adequate gloves when using box cutters and other sharp tools. Always push the sharps away from the body 
Never attempt to lift a load too heavy for your capabilities. Get help and/or use a dolly or other lifting aid if necessary 
Keep the work area clean, orderly, and free of tripping hazards 
Ensure power cords do not create a tripping hazard. 

Ensure stacks are stable and secure. Do not stack material higher than the recommended maximum height. 

Pay attention and take time to work safe. 
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
