	The manual hydraulic press is typically a heavy steel frame that utilizes a hydraulic bottle jack to power the press. This type of press is commonly used in repair shops where there is a need to remove defective bearings, gears, pulleys, and the like from various types and sizes of shafts and mechanical drives. This type of press can easily produce pressures well in access of 2000 ft lbs per square inch. Serious and fatal injury can occur if proper safety precautions are not taken. 
	Multiple injury type from being struck by flying projectiles as the result of sudden release of stored energy. 
Sprains, strains, contusions, and avulsions resulting from falling loads 

Crushing injuries feet and toes from falling loads  
Crushing injuries to hands and  fingers 

Eye injury from sudden release of fluids and/or oils and flying particles

	Adequate training is required before operation 

Inspect all tools and equipment for safe operation before work is started

Required PPE includes face shield, eye protection,  gloves, and safety footwear 
Ensure work is stable before applying pressure
Keep ram travel as short as possible

Use splatter guards when extreme pressure is required  

Keep hands and fingers away from pinch points 
Never exceed the rated capacity of the press
Pay attention and take your time
