	Adequate training is required before any jobs that require lifting. Training must include proper lifting techniques and body mechanics. Training must include lecture and practical demonstration  

Inspect equipment before use to ensure it is safe to use

Check the power source to ensure safe ground. A GFCI is required

Keep the work area free of tripping hazards.

Use extra precautions when working on wet surfaces

Respiratory protection may be required when working in high dust areas

Use eye protection and other PPE required for the task
Pre-plan the task at hand
