	Bench mounted vises are a common tool in most repair shops. Most vises are “screw type” that applies pressure between two jaws by turning a screw handle clockwise. By turning the screw handle counter-clockwise the pressure is reduced. The screw vise is typically used to hold work into position for grinding, drilling, sanding, cleaning, disassembly, assembly, and the like.  
	Muscle strain and/or sprain due the push, pull, and lifting
Crushing and pinching injuries to the fingers and hands

Cuts to the fingers and hands from sharp parts and material

Toe and foot injuries from falling objects that become dislodged from the vise

Eye injury from flying metal fragments if hammering, grinding, cutting  

Slips, Trips, and Falls from clutter around the work area  

	Adequate training is required before using a bench vise. Training must include lecture and practical demonstration  

Never attempt to lift a load too heavy for your capabilities

Pre-plan your work before starting  

Ensure the work area is free slipping and tripping hazards  
Wear adequate work gloves, eye, face, and hearing protection. Safety toe footwear must also be used 
Ensure the vise is in good condition and is safe for use. Worn, damaged jaws must be repaired or replaced.
Make sure the vise is securely mounted to prevent dropping material and tools

Keep hands and fingers away from the jaws of the vice when closing 

Pay attention and take your time 
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
