	Folding step ladders are typically used to access work or stored items above our normal reach. Folding step ladders often contribute to severe and fatal injuries. Falls from ladders and contact with live overhead electrical wires and electrical components are two major concerns when working from a folding step ladder. 
	Multiple, severe or fatal injury resulting from falls.
Electrical shock, electrocution from contact with live electrical wires and components

Unstable footing
Climbing too high

Reaching out too far

Overloading

Use of damaged ladder 

Unsafe use of ladder
	Training on safe ladder use is required for anyone who uses a folding ladder. Do not use a folding ladder if you have not had adequate training.
Folding ladders are designed to be used on a firm level surface. Do not use on unstable or slippery surface such as soft soil. 

Never work from a folding ladder in the leaning position. Always unfold the ladder and lock the braces before climbing.

Do not carry tools or material while climbing. Maintain a 3-point contact when climbing. 

Do not allow your knees above the top step of the ladder. 

Do not overload the manufacturer’s weight limit. 

Do not use a ladder that is damaged or does not have weight limit decals.
Never attempt to repair a damaged ladder 

Never modify a ladder. Ladders should only be used for their intended purpose. 
Never lean out beyond the ladder rails.

Keep ladder clean and well maintained.  
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
