	Hair, loose clothing, and jewelry getting caught in the conveyor belt or blades.

	Perform a self inspection to ensure long hair is bound and kept back, loose fitting jackets are removed or sleeves bound firmly to arms, long, dangly jewelry is removed and all items are kept away from and free of the conveyor belt at all times.  
Keep fingers clear of the blades and do not reach into the conveyor belt area for any reason while the machine is running.

Do not put materials to be shred on the floor.  Use a table or cart at waist height to load materials onto the conveyor belt.  Put your body in a position that does not require turning or twisting from container to shredder or back.  Call for assistance to empty shredded material from holding compartment.  Do not lift alone or twist while lifting.  Ensure the floor is clear of debris prior to start of shredding.
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
