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This alternator is utilized on the JERRV and the Cougar variant. The Cougar variant requires the voltage regulator to be remotely mounted in accordance with TB C00039 Rev 1, dated 27 March 2007.  
The Cougar 400 Amp Alternators are being evacuated for remanufacture without the Voltage Regulator attached.  This creates an additional expenditure of funds to replace and an extended remanufacture time. 

Upon failure of the Alternator, remove the attaching hardware from the remote bracket to be utilized to reinstall the voltage regulator to the Alternator. Upon receipt of the replacement Alternator, utilize TB C00039, Rev 1 to perform the specific maintenance functions to remotely locate the Voltage Regulator.
