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M88A2 HERCULES ENGINE- 2815-01-414-6821
The most important current Modification Work Order is the Fire Fix Kit for the M88A2 Hercules Tank Retriever. The publication is MWO 9-2350-292-255-12. The Fire Fix Kit assists in eliminating engine compartment fires that are caused by oil spillage outside the oil fill tube and/or oil escaping from an un-capped oil fill tube. This kit contains a rubber shield, thermal blankets, and new fill tube to prevent fires during operation of the vehicle. The Fire Fix Kit components that apply to the engine are being installed during the remanufacture process. This is only a partial installation for the vehicle. The End User's are required to ensure the remaining components are installed on the vehicle and when mating the transmission to the engine. If the remaining portions of the Fixed Fire Kits are not installed or partially installed, this may be a contributing factor to the fire damage that has occurred to the vehicle and engine. The engine that was just remanufactured had severe damage due to fire. The picture below was taken from an engine that caught fire. 
Engines have recently been turned in for remanufacture missing Engine Kit Part Number RVX08184 components. It is essential that these components are present due to the long lead time to procure the components which delays the remanufacturing process.
