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Lightning Safety Tips
Regardless of their severity, all thunderstorms are dangerous. Every thunderstorm produces lightning, which kills more people each year than tornadoes. Strong winds, hail, flooding, and tornadoes are other dangers associated with thunderstorms.

1. Attempt to get into a building or a hardtop car and keep the windows closed.
2. If no structure is available, as quickly as possible go to an open space and squat low to the ground. If in the woods, find an area protected by a low clump of trees; never stand beneath a single large tree in the open. Be aware of the potential for flooding in low-lying areas.
3. Get as small as you can by crouching on your knees on the ground.
4. Remember to avoid tall structures, such as towers, tall trees, fences, telephone lines, or power lines.
5. Stay away from natural lightning rods, such as golf clubs, tractors, fishing rods, bicycles, or camping equipment.
6. Stay away from rivers, lakes or other bodies of water.
7. If you are boating or swimming, get to land and find shelter immediately.
8. If you are isolated in a level field and feel your hair stand on end, which indicates that lightning is about to strike, drop your knees and bend forward, putting your hands on your knees. Do not lie flat on the ground.
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
