UNRESTRICTED REPORTING

Offers the most services and safety measures

A victim can report their assault and receive:

medical treatment and counseling

support from the Command

an official law enforcement investigation to hold the 

offender accountable

RESTRICTED REPORTING

Offers more time to make decisions about reporting

A victim can confidentially report and receive:

medical treatment and counseling

NO command involvement

NO law enforcement involvement

To receive a Restricted Report ONLY report to the:

Sexual Assault Response Coordinator (SARC) 

Uniformed or Civilian Victim Advocate (SAPR VA)

Healthcare Provider

Victims’ Legal Counsel (VLC)
